	1 Introductions and Apologies

2 Notes of Last meeting/Matters Arising
2.1 The minutes were reviewed and agreed as accurate. Actions were addressed and any that remain outstanding have been carried forward 
3 WestTrans Work Programme update (written update provided prior to meeting)
3.1 2012/13 budget review- Achieved a full core funding spend this financial year. With additional £52k TfL Innovation Fund secured and spent 
 - Gehl Architects cycling strategy work, 
 - Bus Lane lighting pilot and 
 - MPIE mapping.
3.2 WL Strategic Cycling Study project update (aligned to the Mayors Vision) – This is due by the end of April. The data analysis element is being done by SKM who are integrating the key elements of the Mayor’s vision for cycling.
· CCF & CB both felt that there seems to be some disconnect in TfL with regards to the details of the Mayor’s Cycle Vision and we need more information from TfL.
3.3 Priorities for 2013/14 – The aim is to emulate the format of previous years and keep to the key themes. There is more to be done with freight especially with the PIE mapping project.
· Boroughs were asked if there are any key priorities for them this financial year or business as usual. CB - said to carry on as usual.
· IN attended a London Enterprise Meeting where there was a workshop on infrastructure. The main issue was the ‘growth agenda’ and that when we are looking at strategy and programmes we need to also think about how to encourage the growth. Action: To possibly add as future agenda item
3.4 WestTrans funding allocation for 2013/14 (inc. MO post) – Boroughs who haven’t already informed us about allocations for this year should endeavour to get back to TF as soon as possible. 
· CCF would like to request that they are sent the minutes and any other required documents a week before so that they are up to speed before the meeting.
4 Transport Emissions – Finn Coyle (Environmental Manager) TfL

4.1 A presentation on the ‘greening of TfL’s bus fleet’  was given. There is a lot of work underway at TfL to lower NO2 levels. This is mainly through ‘retrofitting’ buses on routes that have a high impact on NOx or NO2 levels.
· TfL’s analysis focussed on areas of high exposure such as high streets. The aim is that by end of 2015 all their buses should be Euro 4 and Euro 5 standard for emissions.

5 Mayors Air Quality Fund discussion
5.1 We are putting together a sub-regional bid as well as the individual borough bids and it will be focussed around freight.
· NoD felt that it would be very useful to have greater understanding and perhaps to look at monitoring stations. 
· CCF suggested the possibility of air quality sampling through the use of sensors attached to the roof of buses – which would be very useful for more accurate data collection. The most useful tool would be a more sophisticated method of sampling
· CB indicated that the main push in H&F is planting more trees.
6 Public Health & Transport – Lucy Saunders (Public Health Specialist) – GLA/TfL

6.1 Lucy gave an interactive presentation on the changes happening in Public Health and how Transport colleagues should use the opportunity to enter the dialogue on how this funding can be spent to include our outcomes. 

· On April 1st the Public Health Teams will be moving into Local Authorities. There are some key documents we should familiarise ourselves with such as; 

· The Joint Strategic Needs Assessment, Health and Wellbeing Strategy, Public Health Outcome Framework.

· IN mentioned that the Chief Execs have been looking at Public Health Commissioning in West London with a focus on the way the money that’s coming down is going to be spent. Martin Smith is going to champion this at Ealing.

· Action: CCF wants a 2-3 page guide that summarises this information. Lucy is to provide.
